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John Noll and others in 1911, with a 1909 Garret Traction Engine carrying 
corn in the Kingaroy District in 1911. They were 4 bushel bags, each 

weighing about 2 cwt, or 10 bags to the tonne.  The load shown is 
estimated to be 28 tonnes. The wheels under one wagon were taken of the 

Marshall thrasher, which was put on blocks.  Four men travelled with the 
plant which consisted of the Garret engine, corn thrasher and 2 wagons. 

One of the wagons carried ship tanks for extra water. In one set at 
Memerambi they thrashed 1000 bags.

Old-time Charlie revs up for 
cancer fight

It might not be everyone's cup of tea, but Darren Visser is about to 
drive this 1955 Chamberlain 9G tractor around Australia. 
The tractor, four support vehicles and a host of supporters left 
Bunnings at Cranbourne yesterday on a 38-day adventure to raise 
money for the Breast Cancer Foundation of Western Australia and 
the Prostate Cancer Foundation of Australia. 
Covering 15,000km, Mr Visser and the Chamberlain will retrace 
some of the same roads used in the 1957 Mobilgas Round 
Australia Rally. 
The tractor was used in the original event as an official "tail-end 
Charlie" rally vehicle, a nickname originally given to RAF rear 
gunners in World War II. 
The tractor will pass through Adelaide, Perth, Broome and Darwin 
before cutting across the Top End through Cammoweal, Mt Isa and 
Longreach. 
In NSW, it will hit Tamworth, Lithgow and Bathurst, and drive to 
Canberra before returning to Melbourne. 

‘Tail End Charlie’ will be at 
Highfields at Ab Brimblecombe’s 
place arriving late the afternoon  of 
the 18th September.  
If you’d like to see the tractor or 
meet the team, please contact Ab 
or Warren. 
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One of the original 1957 team leaders, Harry "Jimmy" Hawker, has 
given Mr Visser some tips. 
Like the original, the meticulously restored tractor is capable of 
1OOkm/h to enable it to keep up with traffic. 
Some modern features have been added, including rollover 
protection, increased braking capacity and special front and rear 
tyres designed for the highway. 
The first Chamberlain tractor rolled off the production line in 
Welshpool, Western Australia, in 1955.
